Individuals with data management skills and diversity in ethnic background, and career stage are sought. When submitting nomination materials, please include a recent CV.  

Leadership positions are open to all individuals regardless of race, color, religion, sex, national origin, disability, or any other protected category under applicable federal and state law.  

BCA members are expected to attend the BCA Spring Consolidated meeting and the annual convention in person. There will be a virtual format for a Fall BCA meeting and additional meetings as needed.

APA is engaged in a process of transformation, placing a much greater emphasis on making an impact that clearly benefits society and improves lives. In February 2019, the Council of Representatives adopted a new strategic plan that sets APA’s organizational priorities for the next three to five years. Going forward, boards and committees will work in an integrated, collaborative, and multi-disciplinary manner since no single board or committee can achieve any of the plan’s objectives on their own.
