CABE Call for Nominations 2027-2029


The APA Committee on Associate and Baccalaureate Education (CABE) welcomes nominees (including self-nominations) to join CABE in January 2027. CABE consists of eight members, each serving 3-year terms, who represent undergraduate psychology educators at 2- and 4-year colleges. CABE is seeking candidates to fill two positions for members who teach psychology at a baccalaureate degree-granting institution. In selecting members, CABE considers a broad range of professional experiences, perspectives, and areas of expertise that support its mission. Educators from 4-year colleges from all backgrounds and career stages who can contribute to addressing the field’s evolving needs and challenges are encouraged to seek nomination.  Leadership positions are open to all individuals regardless of race, color, religion, sex, national origin, disability, or any other protected category under applicable federal and state law.

Committee Mission: 
· Represent psychology faculty and students at undergraduate institutions
· Promote within all undergraduate institutions the highest professional standards for teaching of psychology as a scientific discipline with applications to a wide range of human concerns
· Promote within all institutions the highest standards in the teaching of psychology for undergraduate students
· Develop leadership qualities among undergraduate psychology faculty and students and increase their participation and representation in psychology organizations
· Establish and maintain communication with all groups involved in the teaching of psychology and with the greater psychological community
· Encourage scholarship on teaching and learning at all undergraduate institutions for the purpose of giving students the best possible educational opportunities

Responsibilities:
· Attend and actively contribute to monthly virtual meetings 
· It is anticipated that the committee will have at least one hybrid meeting (with participants attending in-person in Washington, DC or virtually) each March
· APA covers travel and accommodation expenses for the March meeting 
· Work on committee initiatives between meetings as needed 
· Potentially serve as a liaison between CABE and other APA governance groups and work partners 

Nominees for CABE should submit a curriculum vitae and a brief personal statement of no more than 300 words outlining your qualifications for consideration as a nominee. You are encouraged to highlight any unique experiences, including those that demonstrate your commitment to inclusive excellence, ethical leadership, and advancing psychology to benefit all communities, that might speak to your interest in CABE’s work.
