CSES Call for Nominations 2027-2029 


The Committee on Socioeconomic Status (CSES) is pleased to invite nominations for service on the committee. CSES anticipates two membership vacancies and requests qualified candidates to serve three-year terms commencing January 1, 2027. For the January 2027 through December 2029 term, to further its mission and effectively address priorities, CSES is seeking nominees with experience aligning with the following slates: 
· Practice slate: a representative from the practice constituency and/or demonstrating interest in and commitment to advancing clinical and social understanding of socioeconomic status, poverty, and social class.
· General slate: a representative with expertise relevant to the CSES mission statement, with a particular focus on poverty, social class, and socioeconomic status.
In addition, CSES candidates should have research, teaching, practice-based, or policy expertise in one or more of the following areas:
· Approaches to advance Social and Economic Justice
· APA-wide strategic initiatives such as climate change, anti-racism, human rights based, and population health approaches to behavioral & mental health.
· Specialize in one or more of the following: poverty, socioeconomic status, social class, and/or intersectionality and its broad influence on processes and outcomes in areas such as early childhood, elementary, adolescence, family systems, vocation, and/or career.
The Committee on Socioeconomic Status (CSES) welcomes nominations from all qualified psychologists. In selecting members, CSES considers a broad range of professional experiences, perspectives, and areas of expertise that support its mission. Psychologists from all backgrounds and career stages who can contribute to addressing the field’s evolving needs and challenges are encouraged to seek nomination. CSES also considers areas of expertise or specialization within psychology, stage of career (early, mid, late) and other aspects of diversity that are relevant to the CSES’s mission. Committee members must also have the capacity to carefully consider current societal issues and the role of psychology in those issues. Please note that this position is not open to active students.

Leadership positions are open to all individuals regardless of race, color, religion, sex, national origin, disability, or any other protected category under applicable federal and state law.   

Committee Summary
CSES’s mission aligns with APA’s purpose “to advance psychology as a science and a profession and as a means of promoting health, education and human welfare” by ensuring that issues of socioeconomic status (SES) receive the full attention of the association. Working from APA’s Guiding Principles and Strategic Goals and Objectives, CSES will foster the advancement of human rights through the application of psychological science, and the utilization of human rights-based approaches. The committee identifies and acts as a catalyst in the association’s efforts to address issues of SES and promote appropriate attention to SES in psychological research and practice. 
The committee engages in the following activities:
· Collects information and documentation concerning SES.
· Promotes scientific understanding of the roles of poverty and SES in health, education and human welfare.
· Develops approaches to the application of psychology that take into account the effects of SES on psychological development and well-being.
· Advocates for social policy that will alleviate or reduce the disparities between SES groups.

APA Strategic Plan
Working from APA’s strategic plan, CSES will work to advance APA’s organizational priorities for the next three to five years. Going forward, boards and committees will work in an integrated, collaborative, and multi-disciplinary manner since no single board or committee can achieve any of the plan’s objectives on their own. Given the importance of this approach to the Association’s strategic priorities, APA encourages nominees to the CSES  to review the Strategic Plan (PDF) to become familiar with the larger context in which their expertise and interests will contribute to APA’s success.

The committee shall consist of seven members. It shall report to council through the Board for the Advancement of Psychology in the Public Interest (BAPPI).

Position Requirements
CSES members are required to attend one in-person meeting each year in Washington, D.C., with expenses reimbursed by APA. In 2026, the meeting is scheduled for March with a to-be-determined date. Committee members also work on CSES priorities between in-person meetings and will be expected to participate in bi-monthly virtual meetings, a series of virtual meetings in the fall, and regular listserv discussions. In addition, CSES members are encouraged to attend CSES related symposia and events at the APA Annual Convention if possible, though expenses cannot be reimbursed.
Please note, a large amount of committee work is completed in Microsoft Teams. A proficiency or willingness to learn the platform is helpful in this position.

How to Apply
The nomination packet must include the following information:
· CV
· Statement of interest that includes:
· Willingness to serve on the committee for the three-year term
· Description of the nominee’s qualifications, specifically highlighting the nominee’s interests and how they see themselves contributing to the mission of CSES
***Optional: up to 2 letters of support

Nomination applications must be received in their entirety by January 31, 2026.  All submissions must be completed by the individual who will sit on the committee, if accepted. If you wish to nominate someone else, please feel free to send them the application link above or this announcement, and they will be able to send any recommendation materials along with their submission.

An APA membership is not required for application, but is required to sit on the committee. If you are accepted for the role and not an APA member, you will be asked to start or renew your membership at that time.
